The CAO replied that the engineering design is complete, and the plans belong to the

Chase Lions Club.

Mr. McLean asked if a feasibility study had been completed for the Splash Pad.
The CAO responded that all the project costs were verified independently on behalf of the

Village.

Mr. McLean asked if estimates existed on the number of expected annual users of the

Splash Pad.
The CAO responded that estimating the number of users has not been conducted.

Mr. McLean asked if the Lions Splash Pad will use treated municipal water.
The Manager of Public Works confirmed that the Lions Splash Pad will use treated
municipal water as per Interior Health regulations.

Mr. McLean asked if waste water from the Lions Splash Pad will enter the municipal sewer

system.
The Manager of Public Works stated that the waste water from the Lions Splash Pad will be

directed to subsurface drainage pits called dry wells. Any overflow amounts would enter the
municipal sewer system.

Mr. McLean inquired to the number of days per year thekLions Splash Pad would be open.
The Manager of Public Works estimated the annual opening duration to be 3-4 months.

Mr. McLean asked, regarding 8.4, as to the Village's plans for safety and security of the

Lions Splash Pad.
The CAO responded that there will be safety signage installed, and the Village has liability

insurance through the Municipal Insurance Authority. She added that the Lions will hold
liability insurance and will be required to add the Village as an additional insured.

Mr. McLean stated that he felt the water and sewer costs were underestimated, and that
there should be a ‘partnering agreement’ with the Lions Club for sharing costs.
Furthermore, he stated the 5-Year Financial Plan Bylaw must reflect these costs.
